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It all started in the year 1952. BalaSaheb Deshpande,
An advocate by profession got 6 students from tribal
Village and started a school for them to impart
education in Jashpur, Madhya Pradesh. As we all know,
that if a needle pricks your legs, you have tears in your
eyes, same way, our Balasaheb could understand the
hardships of the Vanavasis and said that we need to
bring them to the mainstream and that can only be
through imparting education and inculcating
“Baratheeyatha”inthem.

Who are VanaVasi? Vanavasi are the tribal people who
are spread across the length and breadth of the
country. They mainly dwell in forests. They are around
700 distinct tribes and they form 9% of India’s
population approx. 10 crores in number.They are
mainly located in eastern part of India. Karnataka also
has around 50 such distinct tribes. They believe Forest
astheir God and they are veryreligious people.
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stablished in 1952 inJashpur, Madhya Pradesh,

Vanvasi Kalyan Ashram is a non-profit

organisation committed towards upliftment of
vanvasi (tribal community) in India. Thousands of
devoted volunteers across 447 Districts, 52323 Villages
across India work unanimously towards building
"Samarth Bharat"intrue sense.

Vanavasi Kalyan is successfully running programmes
for Tribal people in the field of education, health,
self help group, economic sustainability, afforestation
etc etc.All the programmes requires huge funding and
let us take few examples:-

1) Karnataka has around 8 free hostels for tribal
students.Each hostel has an annual budget of
10 lakhs.so, it means we require approx. 80 lakhs/-
to run 8 hostels annually.

2) If you want to run a “Mane Pata Kendra"- A kind
of home tuition for tribal people, we require around
50000/- per year. We have 243 such Kendras only
in Karnataka. So the total cost for running all the
Mane PataKendra is 243*50000.

3) The annual cost of maintenance for running
ambulance which in turn provides free medical
services in tribal region is around 14 lakhs.

If you extrapolate these numbers at national level, you
will get an idea of the strong need for funding.VanaVasi
Kalyan has the motto- “VanaVasi,NagaraVasi,
GramaVasi ,Sabh hai BharathVasi” .This inspires
lakhs and lakhs of Volunteers and they come forward
and fund many programmes of VanaVasi
Kalyan.VanaVasi Kalyan has setup samiti's at both
Nagara(City) as well as Grama(Village) levels.

They are around 400 such Samiti's (Groups) in India.

We also have a “Nagariya Pramukh” who travels
length and breadth of the country and connects with all
these Samiti's. So, currently we have Baghwan Sahay



as our Nagariya Pramukh who inspires lakhs and lakhs
of volunteersto do selfless service.

Many citizens who are retired in cities actively volunteer
for Vanavasi Kalyan. This in turn becomes a great
strength for the full time workers who have dedicated
their entire life for the upliftment of Vanavasi people.

West Bengal
There are around 350 Nagara Samiti's in Kolkata, West
Bengal.

As previously said, there is a huge population of tribal
people in eastern parts of India. So, the WB samiti
collects funds and essential items and donates them to
the eastern Tribal people. This has led to a great
transformation in the tribal people. They are not only
educated today but they are socially aware and also
economically doing good. They have also excelled in
sports and have represented Olympics many a times.
This has also led to decrease in conversions.

Punjab & Haryana

Punjab Nagara Samiti takes care of Jharkhand Tribal
people and Haryana Nagara Samiti takes care of Orissa
tribal people. They collect funds and essential items
and donates them to the Vanavasi.They collect funds
during Shivarathri,Makara Sankranth,Durga Pooja &
RamaNavami Festivals and donate them to VanaVasi
Kalyan.

Karnataka

In Karnatak, Vanvasi Kalyan started in the year
1989.There are 15 zilla,280 vanavasi centers and 472
Seva activities are carried out all over Karnataka.There
are around 10 Nagara Samiti's to help these seva
activities who either contribute funds or give their
quality time.

In Bengaluru, there is one MahaNagar Samiti and 6
UpaSamiti.All the volunteers in these samitis are either
working in MNC's or large corporates. They are also
volunteerswho are entrepreneurs.

Because of their connects and experience, many
programmes of Vanavasi Kalyan are run today
successfully. They also bring in CSR funds which is vital
for the Vanavasi Kalyan programmes. This has brought
smiles to millions of Vanavasi bhandhus.

For Eg:-

1) Infosys has donated an Ambulance. This mobile
health Van has helped 60 Tribal villages in and
around Bhatkal in providing free medical services.

2) Cisco has trained Vanvasi bhandhus on MS Office
and have clocked 63 hrs imparting the required
computer skills.
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3) Turner and Townsend has installed solar panels in
Vanavasi Kalyan hostels in Sulya and Dandeli
region. It has installed solar panels in Vanavasi
Kalyan hostels in Sulya and Dandeli region.They
have also donated around 1000 “Bala-Bharathi”
books to the libraries of these hostels.

4) SM Electronics is another company which has
donated huge funds and also distributes free
medicine in tribal villages.

5) Karnataka has selected 5 good archers from the
tribal villages and have send them for advance
training to West Bengal with an aim on Olympics
medal. The entire cost of their stay is taken care by
Infosys Foundation.

6) Microsoft has joined hands with Acer and donated
10 Laptops to Mundhagodu computer center.They
have also donated 20 projectors to the Vanvasi
volunteers and have imparted training of how to
use these projectors. This has immensely helped
vanavasi students in their learning process.

There are also programmes like "Chota Scientist”
which brings in scientific temperament in the vanvasi
students. Even Tailoring classes are started for the
economicupliftment of tribal women.

One more programme which is quite popular among
city dwellers is “VanaYatra”. The IT/BT crowd during
their weekends visit these villages,connects with the
tribal children and impart them Maths/Science
/Computer skills.

Shivamogga Nagara Samithi has started “Sri
Annapoorneshwari MustiAkki Yojana”. In this
programme, it is continuously donating around
5 quintals of rice to the 8 hostels in Karnataka from past
12years.Notonlyrice, italso collects funds and donates
Tailoring Machines,Gas Stoves,Electronic Induction
Cookers and also Bedsheets, Sweaters and Blankets for
the tribal students.

In order to facilitate all the devoted donors, Vanavasi
Kalyan also conducts SatyaNarayana Pooja once in a
year and we use this day to announce all the
achievement’s what we have accomplished in the last
one year.All Vanavasi Students,Karyakarthas who has
excelled in their respective fields are also awarded on
this day.On this day, one can also see lot of cultural
events performed by the Vanavasi students.Finally, the
end result of this event is the doubling of the devoted
donors!!!

Today VanVasi Kalyan Ashram has completed 70 years
and Vanvasi Kalyan Karnataka has completed 30
years.Because of the untiring efforts of the volunteers,
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thousands of men and women have got education
today and have become an asset to their families and
nation.They are also employed today.

As a token of gratitude, many vanavasi students have
come forward to work as full time Karyakarthas and
have dedicated themselves to the nation progress.

Because of their well-built bodies and enduring
stamina, Vanvasi students are participating in state and
national level sports events today.They are also
entering the field of politics and bringing awareness
among their fellow tribal people.

The way, a tiny squirrel helped in its own way in
constructing the bridge for Rama to bring back her Sita
from Lanka, thousands of volunteers, in their own little
way,are helping Vanavasi Bhandhus, in making them
assetstothenation.
